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The Board of Directors for our high school passed two resolutions at the October meet-
ing.  The first is to expand our university prep program to a full four -year program,  
the same as all the popular collegiate schools all over the globe.  We all may need 
some time to adjust to ñfreshman, sophomore, junior, seniorò as we discontinue the use 
of numerical denotations.  We are all excited and eagerly anticipating this ñfleshing outò 
of our program which now puts us in the same class as the many collegiate prep 
schools in Ontario, Quebec and British Columbia. The Education Ministry for the prov-
ince, Alberta Learning, has given us their full support and encouragement. 
 
The second resolution is somewhat, a return to our roots.  To honour our great 88 year 
legacy and to stay true to the original mission of our school, the Board has decided 
that we will use the name, ñConcordia Collegiate High Schoolò as a trading and opera-
tional name.  Our legal corporate entity remains, ñConcordia High Schoolò.   Through 
our lawyers, we have registered a declaration with the Province of Alberta to: trade, 
operate and do business as, ñConcordia Collegiate High Schoolò.  More colloquially, 
we will be known as ñConcordia Collegiateò.   
 
Many alumni will recall that the last class to graduate under the banner of ñConcordia 
College High Schoolò was the class of ô94.   The class of ô96 graduated simply under 
the banner of ñConcordiaò.  Name changes for ñConcordia Collegeò are not new. 
 
Since our school shares the campus with Concordia University and because the high 
school has historically been an important ñfeederò school for the university, it is a natu-
ral evolution for our school to strive to be the best prep school possible.  Since the uni-
versity continues to expand we must grow with it.  We endeavour  to emulate the qual-
ity of learning provided by other prep programs such as LôAcademie de Paris, LôAca-
demie de France,  La Academie de Espania, La Escuela Preparatoria de Barcelona 
and, of course the Cambridge and Oxford Prep Experiences.  What makes our pro-
gram unique is our Alberta heritage and progressive, practical approach to learning.  
Our focus remains being the best university prep possible, preparing students for lead-
ership and sharing the Gospel of Christ in a spirit of servanthood.

Originally called "The Temperance Ho-
tel", this building which sat west of our 
current site, was the first home for Con-
cordia students. An abandoned creamery 
functioned as the original dorms. Stu-
dents walked 1.5 miles from the dorms to 
attend classes.  The young lads pictured 
here made up the first class of attendees. 
These students were eighth grade level 
students and the intention was to prepare 
them to enter the seminary in St. Louis, 
Missouri.  These young men went on to 
become the first pastors who would pio-
neer the Lutheran congregations across 
the Canadian west.  Concordia moved to 
our current location in 1926 and the old 
hotel was abandoned once again.  We've 
come a long way baby!
